semester hours (36 quarter hours) of
acceptable graded credit.

Transfer
candidates with an approved AA degree
are exempt from the High School
Course Requirements.

Foreign Language
Requirements

College of Liberal Arts & Sciences:
Students with less than 24 credits should
have completed 2 years in a single
language in high school for admission. A
student who has completed 3 years in a
single language in high school or 2
semesters in a single language in college
will have met the graduation requirement.

College of Engineering: Students with
less than 24 credits should have completed
2 years in a single language in high school
for admission.

Education Majors (early childhood ed, el
ed, sec ed): Can be met by completing 3
years in a single language in high school
or 2 semesters in a single language in
college.

Foreign language is not required for other
Iowa State Colleges or majors.

American Sign Language will meet the
foreign language requirement.

The Univ of Iowa recognizes the value of
learning a foreign language & recommends
that students, regardless of major, take as
much foreign language as possible.

Students not admitted to Engineering,
Business, Nursing, or Pharmacy are required
to complete the 4™ level of foreign language
to graduate from IOWA.

* Completion of an AA Degree also satisfies
the College of Business foreign language
requirement.

For all students, regardless of major who
graduated from high school or earned a
GED in 1989 or more recently:

2 years of the same foreign language in
high school with a C- or better in the last
term OR 2 semesters of the same foreign
language in college with a C- or better in
the last semester.

Course Repeat
Policy

A course may be repeated at a college
other than the one at which it was
originally taken, provided Iowa State sees
the second course as an equivalent. Only
the higher grade will be used in calculating
the transfer GPA. If the course is
completed at Iowa State, the repeat must
also be taken at Iowa State.

If you repeat a course at the same
institution, or an approved equivalent course
from another transfer college, the first grade
is not counted in your cumulative transfer
GPA. If the course is initially completed at
The University of Iowa, the repeat must also
be taken at The University of Iowa.

A course may be repeated at a college
other than the one at which it was
originally taken, provided UNI sees the
second course as an equivalent. This
includes courses originally taken at UNL
The most recent grade is taken.

Courses may not be repeated using a
Credit/No Credit option.

Maximum Number of
Transfer Credits
Accepted

65 credits from all 2-year colleges
attended. No limit from 4 year colleges,
however, the last 32 hours must be earned
at Iowa State.

Course work earned at a 2-year college may
apply up to 1/2 the credits required for a
bachelor’s degree (120 in the College of
Liberal Arts & Sciences). The excess credit &
grades will be used in computing the GPA &
may be used to satisfy course requirements,
but they will not count toward the total hours
needed for graduation from the University.
No limit from 4 year colleges, however
student must meet on campus residency
requirements & major requirements.

65 credits from 2-year colleges. No limit
from 4 year colleges, however, 32 hours
must be earned at UNI for graduation.

Career-Technical
Credits

Up to 16 semester credits will transfer. It
is typically used for general elective credit.
Since career-tech credit transfers as
ungraded credit, it does not count toward
the 24 transferable hours needed for
admission.

Up to 16 semester hours can be used as
elective credit toward a degree in the
Colleges of Liberal Arts & Sciences,
Education, or Business. Career-technical
credit, however, comes in as ungraded credit
and does not count toward the 24
transferable hours needed for admission.

16 credits maximum in non-industrial
technology majors. Up to 48 in industrial
tech majors. A number of articulation
agreements exist in this area. Since voc-
tech credit transfers as ungraded credit, it
does not count toward the 24 transferable
hours needed for admission.
